St. Hugh’s Prep School Art Curriculum,

Across all the grades the Art Curriculum will cover a wide variety of media e.g.: paint, pencil, ink, crayon, clay, chalk and charcoal. Students will be encouraged to explore their use in different ways. (Outside the norm)

The Infants will come to understand how shapes and colours work together. Take a close look at the human form. Attempt to learn to draw simple animals, plants and everyday objects, while at the same time mastering basic art skills such as applying both smooth and textured colour in paint and crayon, pasting and picture composition.

The Juniors’ Art Curriculum employs all the skills learnt in the Infant Department and develops on them. (Whereas the Infants might have been given specific shapes and shown how to arrange them to make a boy/girl, the Juniors would be given coloured papers and asked to create a collage depicting a particular theme.) The lessons at this stage will entail more drawing and hopefully, will employ their wonderful imaginations and help to uncover their creativity.

The Seniors will continue to express their creativity and develop and fine-tune their artistic skills. While doing this they will strive to gain an understanding of various art terms such as: perspective, collage, portraiture, landscape, mixed media, still life, colour wash, etc. They will also take a peek at the work of local and international artists both contemporary and the old masters.

Often the themes chosen will blanket all the grades and be dictated by seasons. (e.g. Christmas, Heritage, Valentine.) Other times they will be dictated by the academic curriculum within the particular grade level.

 E.g.: Grade 6 may do work to support a Math class on circles,

At all times the emphasis will be on the sheer joy of being able to express one’s self artistically!!!!!!
