SPANISH CURRICULUM

The goal of the curriculum is that the school may enable students to see the value of speaking a foreign language and provide them with the means to do so, to increase their knowledge of the culture of countries where the language is spoken, and to build intellectual achievement in the four skill areas of listening, speaking, reading and writing.

It is felt that Spanish should be made available to all students from Pre-Kindergarten to Grade Six, because language is most easily learned in early years and mastery of a language requires a minimum of seven to eight years of intensive study.

Spanish is taught to give students the opportunity to learn and communicate in a different language and to broaden their ability to understand diversity in a multi-cultural world.  The cultural component is important and is integrated in various ways throughout the curriculum.

INFANTS (Pre-Kindergarten – Kindergarten 2)
In the infant department, when students are most ready, speaking and listening skills are stressed as students develop an ear for the language.  This curriculum initially focuses on oral language rather than written tests.

Write most of the language that can be produced orally;

In English demonstrate knowledge of some cultural facts about Spanish speaking countries;

6.
In English, demonstrate a basic knowledge about the Spanish speaking countries and their location on the map.
